The purposes of this research were to determine; 1. the types of The Innovation of English Skill
Development for Secondary School Administrators, 2. The Innovation of English Skill Development for Secondary
School Administrators that suitable by the opinions of the directors and deputies in the secondary schools. The
samples consisted of 100 schools in the secondary educational service area office. The 500 respondents were a
school director and all of 4 deputy directors. The research instruments.were the semi-structured interview and
the opinionnaire. The statistics used for-analyzing the data were frequency, percentage, Chi-square test, Kendall
Coefficient of Concordance.

The results of this research found-that :

1. The Innovation of English Skill Development for Secondary: School Administrators had 30 innovations
and were divided into 2 types 1) do it with yourself and 2) join with other people, institutions or organizations.

2. The analysis of The Innovation of Enelish Skill-Development for Secondary School Administrators
that suitable by the opinions of the directors and deputies found that;

2.1 The analysis of the‘choosing of innovation that suitable by the opinions of the directors and
deputies found that; the 1St skill_standard (Speaking, listening, ‘and-communication) in 1St - Sth indicator, the
opinions of the directors and deputies weren’t different. The 2™ skilt.standard (Reading) in 6th, 8th, 9" indicator,
the opinions of the directors and deputies weren’t different but the o indicator, there were various opinions of
choosing the innovations. The 3rd skill=standard (Wiriting)-in 10th indicator, ‘the-opinions of the directors and
deputies were different but the llth, 12m, 13th indicator, all of them weren’t different.

2.2 The comparison-of the choosing of innovation-that suitable by the opinions of the directors
and deputies found that; the ‘most opinions of the.directors and deputies weren’t different in every
innovations. In the 15t, an, 3rd, 4th, and 12th had the different opinions about the choosing in some. In every
indicators, the directors and deputies chose every innovations<but ‘the & innovation (Repetition Strategy)
wasn’t chosen in the 11" indicater.

2.3 The analysis of the correlation.of innovation that suitable by the opinions of the directors and
deputies found that; most of the correlation coefficient during the innovation choosing and general
information of the administrators related in negative proportion with significance at level .01. The correlation
coefficient of the innovation choosing didn’t relate with the position of the administrators. The correlation
coefficient during the innovation choosing and the educational level of the administrators related in positive
proportion with significance at level .01.
