ABILITIES USING THE QUEST ANALYSIS FOR ENGLISH MAJORS THESIS ADVISOR : DR.
PATTEERA THIENPERMPOOL, Ph.D.

The research objectives were to: 1) compare the students’ English critical reading
abilities before and after learing by using the QUEST analysis and 2) survey the students’

opinions toward learning by using the QUEST analysis.

The participants, selected by simple random sampling, comprised 33 third-year
students majoring in English, Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Nakhon Pathom Rajabhat

University.

The research-instruments consisted  of: 1) nine lesson plans using the QUEST
analysis, 2) a questionnaire ‘used to survey the students’ opinions toward leaming by using the
QUEST analysis and 3) a reflective learning log used to obtain more information about the

students’ opinions.

The paired-samples t-test was used to analyze the gathered data in order to assess
the students’ English. critical reading abilities before and after learning by using the QUEST
analysis. The mean and the standard deviation of items were also used to evaluate the students’

opinions toward learning using the QUEST analysis. The results revealed as follows:

1. The students’ English critical reading -abilities after learning by using the QUEST
analysis was significantly higher than before learning by using the QUEST analysis at the 0.05

level.

2. The students’ opinions toward learning by using the QUEST analysis were at a

high level ( x = 3.84, S.D. = 0.43).

Look at Leonardo da Vinci’s painting, “Mona Lisa,” and you see a
woman smiling. But you are also aware of a painting. You see different
color paint (well, not in this illustration!) and you see how the paint was
applied to the wood. You recognize how aspects of the painting are

highlighted by their placement or by the lighting.

When examining a painting, you are aware of that you are examining a work
created by someone. You are aware of an intention behind the work, an
attempt to portray something a particular way. Since the painting does not
come out and actively stale a meaning, you are consciously aware of your
own efforts to find meaning in the painting: Is she smiling? Self-conscious?

Alluring? Aloof?

Looking at the Mona Lisa, you know that you are not looking at Mona Lisa,
a person, but The Mona Lisa, a painting. You can talk not only about the
meaning of the picture, but also about how it was crafted. What is the significance of the dream landscape in the
background? Why, when we focus on the left side of the picture, does the woman looks somehow taller or more
erect than if we focus on the right side? The more features of the painting that you recognize, the more powerful

your interpretation will be.

When reading texts, as when reading paintings, we increase understanding by recognizing the craftsmanship of
the creation, the choices that the artist/author made to portray the topic a certain way. And yet there is still that
feeling that texts are somehow different. Texts do differ from art insofar as they actually seem to come out and
say something. There are assertions “in black and white” to fall back on. We can restate a text; we cannot restate
a painting or action. Yet a text is simply symbols on a page. Readers bring to their reading recognition of those
symbols, an understanding of what the words mean within the given social and historical context, and an
understanding of the remarks within their own framework of what might make sense, or what they might imagine

an author to have intended.

There is no escape; one way or another we are responsible for the meaning we find in our reading. When a text
says that someone burned their textbooks, that is all that is there: an assertion that someone burned their
textbooks. We can agree on how to interpret sentence structure enough to agree on what is stated in a literal
sense. But any sense that person committed an irresponsible, impulsive, or inspired act is in our own heads. It is
not stated as such on the page (unless the author says sol). Stories present actions; readers infer personalities,

motives, and intents. When we ¢o beyond the words, we are reading meaning.
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Readers infer as much, if not more, than they are told. Readers go beyond the literal meaning of the words to
find significance and unstated meaning—and authors rely on their readers’ ability to do so! The reader’s eye may
scan the page, but the reader’s mind ranges up, down, and sideways, piecing together evidence to make sense of

the presentation as a whole.

Text 2: The Power of Napping

Many people feel a mid-afternoon slump in mood and alertness. Many people believe
that this slump is caused by eating a heavy lunch, or by getting a poor night’s sleep
the night before. In fact, this slump occurs naturally because humans were meant to
have a mid-afternoon nap.

Thomas Edison, Winston Churchill, Albert Einstein, and Bill Clinton are all famous
fans of napping—and with good reason. Various evidence, including the universal
tendency of toddlers and the elderly to nap in the afternoon, and the afternoon nap of
siesta cultures, have led many scientists to the same conclusion: nature tells us to take
a nap in the middle of the day. Short periods of sleep have been shown to improve
alertness, memory and motor skills, decision-making, and mood—all while cutting
down on stress, carelessness, and even heart disease.

Our biological urge to sleep in the middle of the afternoon coincides with a slight
drop in body temperature. This drop occurs whether we have lunch or not. A midday
nap is a part of the daily routine of many cultures, especially those near the equator.
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This all seems to suggests that napping may have been part of an ancient biological
signal to get us out of the hot midday sun.

Whatever the reason, if you have an opportunity for an afternoon nap, take one.
Studies show that 20 minutes of sleep in the afternoon provides more rest than getting
20 minutes more sleep in the morning. A 20-minute power nap provides the energy
for a fresh burst of new ideas and energy. Naps seem to eliminate the need for more
caffeine during the workday, and this lowers stress.

The do’s and don’ts of napping

The early afternoon seems to be the best time to nap—approximately eight hours after
you have woken up in the morning. Twenty to thirty minutes is all you need to get the
full rewards of a midday nap. There is no proof that sleeping longer than this is any
better; in fact, the opposite may be true.

In the dark, our brains produce more of the sleep-inducing hormone melatonin, so
close the blinds, turn off the lights, and consider using a sleeping mask. Keep the
temperature on the warmer side. Don’t forget to turn off your cell phone. And avoid
caffeine for a few hours before a nap. Give it a try for yourself, and see if you aren’t
amazed at the results!

Many travelers feel nervous about going to a new and unfamiliar place. If you plan
your trip carefully and learn to take precautions, you can relax and enjoy yourself.

Check Your Paperwork

While you prepare for your departure, make sure your paperwork is organized. You’ll
want to check the dates on your visa and passport. Having an important document
expire before or during your trip is the last thing you want to happen. Be sure to get
an international driver’s license if you plan to drive while you are abroad. Also, do
some research on the local currency. Some countries—Ilike Jamaica and—use more
than one currency. It’s best to know how and when to use each.

Mind Your Health

If you need to take medication along, keep it in original container. If you are carrying
prescription, drugs, bring a letter from your doctor in case customs officials question
you at your destination. Also, make sure that you travel with proper medical insurance
so that if you are sick or injured while traveling, you will be able to get treatment.

Pay Attention

As a tourist, you’ll probably stand out on the street. Unlike local people, you’ll carry
guide books, refer to maps, take photos, and look up at buildings. Because of this, you
may appear vulnerable. Stay safe by keeping one eye on the amazing sights and the
other on your personal items.

When you get into a taxi, make sure there is a meter and that it is turned on. If there is
no meter, agree on a price before starting out. Tour guides recommend protecting
your luggage in busy transportation areas by always keeping it in front of you or
between your legs. Also, if you are going anywhere that requires purchasing tickets,
be sure to buy them at an authorized location. Never purchase tickets to the street, as
these are often overpriced, fake, or expired.
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Learn about the Locals

It’s always a good idea to buy a guidebook and a map, and read about the local culture
of the country you will be visiting. For example, it’s important to know that in India
you should use the right hand to eat, or to give and accept things. In Thailand, it’s
rude to point with your feet at someone or something. Also, try to learn a few basic
words and phrases of the local language. Don’t assume that everyone will speak your
language or that they will understand English.

If you have trouble communicating, look for students and young people who might
speak a foreign language. And remember to smile. It’s the friendliest and most sincere
form of communication, and is understood everywhere in the world!
