The purposes of this research were to: 1) compare grammar achievement before
and after learning English grammar through songs, 2) study students’ opinions toward
learning English grammar through songs. The subjects consisted of 40 Matthayomsuksa 1/2
students at Sena “Senaprasit” School, Pra Nakhon Si' Ayutthaya. They were selected using
purposive sampling as they were in the class that the researcher was teaching at the time
of research. The instruments used for this experiment were: 1) five lessons of learning
English grammar through songs, 2)-a grammar achievement test used as a pretest and
posttest, 3) a questionnaire used to survey students’ opinions toward learning English

grammar through songs.

The experimental process-and data collection were as follows. 1) The subjects
completed the 40-item grammar achievement test as a pretest. 2) The five lessons of
learning English grammar through songs were taught in 5 weeks, one lesson each week. 3)
The grammar achievement test and the questionnaire were administered. The data were

analyzed, using the paired-sample t-test.

The findings revealed that:

1) The students’ grammar achievement after using five lessons of learning English
grammar through songs was significantly higher than that before using the lessons at the

significance level of 0.05.

2) The students’ opinions toward learning English grammar through songs were

positive.
