The purposes of this research were: 1) to compare English reading
comprehension skills of ninth-grade students before and after being taught by using
the Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DR-TA) strategy and local contextual reading
texts, and 2) to study the students’ satisfaction towards using the Directed Reading
Thinking Activity (DR-TA) strategy and local contextual reading texts improved reading
comprehension skills of ninth-grade students. The samples were selected from
a cluster Random Sampling of 34 ninth-grade students from Kaeng Krachan

Wittaya school in Phetchaburi province in the 2021 academic year.

The instruments of this study were 1) six 100-minute lesson plans,
2) a reading comprehension test, and 3) a questionnaire used to study the students’
opinions toward using the Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DR-TA) strategy and local
contextual reading texts. 4) Semi-Structured interviews. The statistics used to analyze
the data were arithmetic mean, percentage, standard deviation, percentage, and

dependent t-test.

The results of the study were as follows; 1. The results of students’
achievement of ninth-grade students by using the Directed Reading Thinking Activity
(DR-TA) strategy and local contextual reading texts through the post-test scores were
higher than pre-test scores at the significant level .05.
2. The results of students’ satisfaction towards improving reading comprehension skills
of ninth-grade students by using the Directed Reading Thinking Activity (DR-TA) strategy

and local contextual reading texts were at very high level

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Passage 2 (Items 6-10)

The culture of stucco production in
the Phetchaburi of today is evidence of past
workmanship that began as a way to satisfy
religious faith; evidenced among religious
places or temples dating from ancient times,
some dating back to the Dvaravati period
(around the 12th-17% Buddhist centuries) to
the Rattanakosin period. Going by the
decorative stucco patterns, most of them are
used as ornaments decorating important
architectural structures such as stupas,
ordination hall, viharas, holy-quarters, and
bell-towers from floor to roof both inside
and outside the structures. Thusly, the
exterior part of the ordination hall, such as
the door arch, the window arch, the gable,
the ceiling, the base of the Buddha statue; of
which the pattern is divided into two types,
the pattern that is not used to tell a story
such as flower-types or a “lukfak kam-pu”
in a continuous pattern; and patterns that are
used to convey stories including images
such as images of people, images of deities,
images of Buddha, images of animals from
ancient Thai legends etc. which adorns this
decoration with a focus on beauty
promoting the mystical and sacred character
of the building as well as “bowing to the
path”, or promoting, the way to salvation
for those invested in these religious places
and these objects.

The creation of these fine stucco
works uses a mortar made from burned sea-
shells mixed with sugar-cane juice or some
other things such as China-wood oil (tung
oil) which combines into a very sticky
paste. It can be molded into various intricate
shapes and when dry it will solidify quickly.
It is resistant to sunlight and rain well. In
ancient times, craftsmen had to produce
such cement materials by themselves, such
as by burning limestone to get quicklime
which was then mixed with the other
materials to get some different types of
mortar.

The old Thai phrase, "Chang sip
mu", or "ten divisions of craftsmen", is a
phase whose original usage was the
name of a government department
comprising craftsmen assigned to ten
departmental divisions. Let's take a look
at this list of divisions as it gives us a
general idea of the range of the
craftsmen's trades in Thailand at the time
of the reign of The Great King Rama V
(1853-1910).

When King Rama I established
Bangkok as the new capital of the
kingdom of Rattanakosin in 1782, he
gathered together skillful craftsmen to
help create the grandeur of a new era,
and to preserve the beauty and arts of the
previous Ayutthaya kingdom, which was
regarded the most sophisticated at the
time. The term Chang Sib Mu was used
to call these artisans, those who
possessed outstanding skills in drawing,
engraving, modeling, figuring,
plastering, molding, gilding, lacquering
and wood carving. These artisans served
different princes and aristocrats until
King Rama V, during his reign, ordered
them to register with the Bureau of the
Royal Household.

In 1911, his son, King Rama VI,
commissioned the establishment of a
Fine Arts Department, which included
the Chang Sib Mu artisans. The
department, unfortunately, was dissolved
in 1926 due to economic recession and
political reformation. When the office
was reestablished in 1933, the Chang Sib
Mu artisans were registered under the
Office of Architecture and
Craftsmanship, and it was not until 2005
that these artists was allotted their own
organization called the Office of
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Krom Chang Sip Mu or the
Department of the Ten Crafts mainly
comprised officials who were craftsmen.
The name of the Department seemingly
implies that this organization consisted of
only 10 types of crafts. However,
according to a poem written by Prince
Pradit Worakarn, who served as chief of
the Department of the Ten Crafts during
the reign of King Rama V, the
organization in fact covered 13 different
categories: drawers, paper-makers,
carvers.

“Cultural Identity Textile-weaving of the Pwo Karen” of Song Phi Nong village,
reveals that there is ongoing progress to develop raw-materials for the local textile-
weaving in dyeing the silk-threads and cotton thread with natural color from palm
shells and palm bunches leftover from Jaggery production as added benefit and
value to these waste products.

Thusly, the palm bark is boiled to extract color and bring the resulting dye
water to process the textiles. Initially giving a copper-brownishcolor, various
shades can be made by “fixing” the extracted dye water with some alkalinity from
application of ashes, palm bunches and fermented in salt mud. When weaved
together, the various fabric shades give off a light grayish brown (pastel) look,
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which is very popular to consumers. The fabric also becomes softer. Decorations
are made with the textile is woven in weft threads, and lac dyed according to the
unique Pwo Karen ethnic knowhow, as only can be found around the Song Phi
Nong village of Phetchaburi. What the process creates is a mesmerizing beautiful
two-tone canvas.

In every step, the processes are chemical-free with no harm to the skin. The
use of local raw-materials is a superb indication of geographical uniqueness for the
products, combined with the “Zero Waste” scheme using left-overs of existing
staples confers value-addition as well as reduction of waste from the very
beginning. After they are boiled for color extraction, the palm shell husks are used
as fertilizer for plants; or sun-dried to be used as fuel. Similarly, the remaining palm
bunches are dried to make fuel for dyeing the silk and cotton threads and as ashes to
make the lye for color fixing - to make the textile colors long-lasting and not quick
to fade.
