The purposes of this research were: 1) to develop and test the efficiency of
supplementary English reading exercises with KWL-Plus technique, 2) to compare the students’
achievement gained after learning with supplementary: English reading exercises with KWL-Plus
technique, and 3) to survey the students’ opinions toward supplementary English reading
exercises with KWL-Plus technique. The experimental group is 25 grade ten students at Pali Triam
Udom Suksa School, Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University, who study basic English (E
31101) in the first semester of the academic year 2023,

This research was an experimental research (One-group Pretest-posttest Design). The
tools used in this research consisted of supplementary English reading exercises with KWL-Plus
technique, English- readine comprehension test, and. a guestionnaire on opinions towards
supplementary English reading exercises with KWL-Plus.technique. Data were analyzed by using
mean , and standard deviation.

The results of the research were:

1) The efficiency score of supplementary English: reading exercises with KWL-Plus
technique was 86.53/84.17

2) The students’ English-reading comprehension skills after using supplementary English
reading exercises with KWL-Plus technique was higher.

3) The students’ opinions toward supplementary English reading exercises with KWL-

Plus technique were at the high level by mean = 4.54, and standard deviation = 0.15.

How do plants grow?

In nature, the roots of a plant grow underground and cover a large area. This way they keep the plant strong
and healthy. Shoots are young plants that have come up through the earth to find the sunlight that they need
to survive. Shoots may seem small and fragile, but they can break open brick walls. Their strength is quite
amazing.

What is Roots and Shoots?

Inspired by her belief that every individual can make a difference, Dr Jane Goodall decided in 1991 to form a
young people’'s environmental group of 16 local schoolchildren in East Africa. Its name was Root sand Shoots
and the members organized recycling programmes and cleaned up local parks, rivers and branches. They
also helped old people and the hameless in their neighbourhood as well as protecting the natural habitat of
local animals. Today, Root and shoots has over 3,000 groups in more than 68 countries worldwide which are
actively involved in Dr Jane Goodall's projects.

How can you become a member of Roots and shoots?

Any young person, between preschool and university, can join the Root and Shoots programme. If you want
to start your own Roots and shoots group, simply find other young people in your neighbourhood who want
to participate, and adult to be the group leader. Then, contact the Jene Goodall Institute for a membership
form.

The Route

The race goes from Anchorage to Nome on the west coast. It passes through more than twenty towns on
its way there. The route is extremely challenging, crossing icy rivers and lakes, mountains and valleys. It
varies slightly, depending on the year. In odd-numbered years the route goes south after Ophir to include
the village of Iditarod, while in even-numbered years it goes north through Ruby and Galena.
