The objective of this research was to compare the letter sounds blending
ability and English pronunciation of grade 1 students before and after using Phonics
instruction.The sample used in the research were grade 1 students in the second
semester of the academic year 2023 of PrayamonthaturadSripijit School selected by
Purposive Sampling technique, comprised 35 students. Experiment by having
students did a pre-test where students randomly pick five flashcards from the boxes
to blend the letter sounds and pronounce the word. Then, organize learning
activities by using Phonics instruction for 5 hours.The instruments used for this
research consisted of: 1) 5-lesson plans; 2) letter sounds blending ability and English
pronunciation test. The data was analyzed by using basic statistics, include mean,

standard deviation dependent t-test.

The research result reviews that the letter sounds blending ability and
English pronunciation of grade 1 students after using Phonics instruction were
significantly higher than before using Phonics instruction at the .05 level, it means

that the learners progress in letter sounds blending and English pronunciation.
