Task-based Learning Approach to Promote English Speaking Skills of the Ninth Grade
Students Thesis advisor : Assistant Professor Dr. Suneeta Kositchaivat

The purposes of this research were 1) to compare English speaking skill after
using a task-based learning approach of Mathayom 3 Students and 2) to study
students’ satisfactions toward a task-based learning approach. The sample group
consisted of 35 students who studied Basic English 6 during the second semester of
academic year 2023. They were selected by using cluster random sampling. The
research instruments were 1) Lesson plans to enhance speaking skill 2) The
satisfaction assessment toward the development of English speaking skill by using
task-based learning approach 3) Pre-test and Post test of speaking skill. The standard
deviation and the mean of items were used to evaluate the students’ satisfactions
toward the development of Enslish speaking skill. by using task-based learning

approach.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The students’ speaking skill after-using task-based learning approach was

significantly higher than before at .05 level.

2. The students’ satisfactions toward a task-based learning approach was at

the high level.
