The objectives of this study were to 1) compare English reading comprehension
achievement of sixth-grade students before and after being taught by using QAR strategy and 2)
study the students’ opinions towards QAR strategy. The sample of this research was 40 sixth

grade students of Anuban Kamphaengsaen school, Nakhon Pathom Province.

The research instruments were 1) lesson plans, 2) a reading comprehension skill test,
and 3) a questionnaire used to study the students’ opinions toward using QAR strategy. The data

were analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings were as follows: 1) English reading comprehension skills of sixth grade
students after using QAR strategy were significantly higher than before at the .05 level. 2) The

students’ overall opinion toward QAR strategy was at a high level.

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The Bees

wax for their honey. Each bee takes its proper place and does its own work. Some go out and
gather honey from the flowers; others stay at home and work inside the hive.

The cells which they build are all of one shape and size, and no room is left
between them. The cells are not round. They have six sides.

Did you ever look into a glass hive to see the bees while at work? It is pleasant to
see how busy they always are. But the drones do not work. Before winter comes, all the
drones are driven from the hive so that they don’t eat the honey which they did not gather.

It is not safe for children to handle bees. Bees have a painful sting that they use in

their defense.
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The Sand Cat

Sand cats are named for their desert home. You might mistake one for an odd-

looking house cat. Unlike a'house cat, sand cats have a body made for desert life.

With their sand-colored fur, sand cats disappear against the dunes. This is useful for
a desert hunter, but it makes-it hard for people to see them in the wild. When people do see
a sand cat, the first thing they notice are its ears.

The sand cat’s odd look comes from their ears. The ears sit wider apart and lower
on their head than those of a house cat. This protects their ears from blowing sand. In the
desert, a house cat’s ears would fill up with sand on-a windy day.

The sand cat’s ears.are important for hunting. Desert hunters need sharp hearing.
Sound does not travel well in the desert. The hot, dry air swallows it up.

Sand cats hunt small rodents that live in tunnels under the sand. The sand cat’s
low-set ears help them hear their prey under the ground. The Sand cat’s large ears also help
them beat the desert heat. Veins lie just under the skin in their ears. Heat escapes from the
blood as it flows close to the surface. The sand cat’s ears may look odd, but they make fine

tools for life in the desert.
